Peer Educator’s Terms of Reference

Title: Peer Educators
1. PURPOSE 

The purpose of this Terms of Reference (“TOR”) is to get qualified Peer Educators to conduct Social and Behavioural Change Communication (SBCC) sessions in selected communities of Maseru. The Peer Educators will conduct face-to-face peer education sessions in communities based on the content developed from Ministry of Health on COVID-19. They are expected to interact with young people in an effort to respond to the current COVID-19 pandemic.
2. EXPECTATIONS

Under the supervision of the OYAP Coordinator, the Peer Educator is expected to:

· Contribute towards the LNOC’s goal of reducing the spread of COVID-19 amongst Adolescent Girls and Young Women (AGYW);
· Deliver quality sessions and build rapport with communities within the project catchment area;
· Commit to being a Peer Educator for at least 05 months. (October 2020- February 2021);

· Resident within one of the local communities (Khubetsoana, Thamae, Leqele, Lithabaneng, Tsolo, Motimposo, Mabote etc)

3. DUTIES & RESPONSIBILITIES 
Under the close supervision of the OYAP Coordinator, the Peer Educator will perform the following duties:
· Provide a safe space for AGYW to freely participate in the project sessions;

· Provide group educational sessions on COVID-19 prevention and care to AGYW;
· Participate in Peer Educator Trainings;
· Capture and collect vital program implementation data;
· Draw up weekly plans and submit weekly reports to the OYAP Coordinator;
· Distribute all project educational materials (flyers, pamphlets, posters, etc.);
· Be available during pre-specified and agreed contact hours;
· Perform other duties as assigned.
4. DURATION & DUTY STATION
The period expected to implement the project inclusive of implementation and reporting is five months from 1st October 2020 to February 2021. The location and or duty station for the data collector will be in Maseru.

5. DELIVERABLES
Deliverables expected for these terms are aligned with the scope of work stated above, and detailed again below:

· Attend Peer Educators training provided by the LNOC.

· Develop a schedule of SBCC sessions with timelines.

· Produce monthly report for sessions conducted. 

6. QUALIFICATIONS AND EXPERIENCES 
The LNOC in partnership with the Canadian Fund for Local Initiatives (CFLI) invite interested applicants who have skills and abilities that demonstrate evidence of experience in Peer Education and possess the following specifications: 
· Must be a High School or a college student aged between 18-25 years old;
· Must have group facilitation or peer education skills; 

· Exposure in Community education and awareness raising;

· Should develop leadership and motivation skills;

· Have a non-judgment attitude towards participants;
· Show proven experience in peer education and related activities;
· Be an active member of the community with a passion for youth and community development;

· Additional trainings on Peer Education will be an added advantage. 
7. DURATION 

Peer Educators will serve for a period of Five months starting from the 1st October 2020 to 28th   February 2021.
